The 
maps inside were created over a five-year period 
as part of the Trilemma Adventures series of 
one- and two-page dungeons.

Back in 2014, after many years of character-
focused roleplaying campaigns, my local gaming 
group dipped back to dungeon crawling. We were 
playtesting the game that would eventually 
become Thor Olavsrud’s Torchbearer. I suddenly 
found myself in need of a supply of dungeons 
that we could use, so I blew the dust off my 
sketchbooks and got to work.

It was the combination of the One-
Page Dungeon Contest, and Dyson Logos’ 

inspirational Patreon campaign that gave me 
the push to bring the dungeons up to a polished 
level. I started a Patreon campaign of my own, 
and began producing monthly one- and two-page 
dungeons.

With the generous support of my Patrons, the 
“Trilemma Adventures” series grew each month, 
culminating in the Trilemma Adventures 
Compendium Vol. I, published in 2019.

This map pack contains all of the black-
and-white adventure location maps from that 
compendium.

Most of my gaming is theater-of-the-mind; I 
don’t normally play on battle maps. Nevertheless, 

I’m fascinated by the power of an evocative map, 
like a fractalline invitation to find whatever 
secrets are lurking in every nook and cranny. 
I can stare at maps for hours, thinking about 
what it’s like to actually be there, to hear the 
sounds and smell the smells of it.

Whether you’re using these maps to show your 
players mid-game, stocking to create adventures 
of your own design, or just share that same thrill 
of seeing imaginary places come to life, I hope 
you enjoy them.
