In this supplement is designed to help in the exercise of

building every aspect of a tavern for a fantasy game.

It can be used to either simply choose from, or indeed

build up a definitive pub drinks menu for your players

to choose from during a game.

This is the first supplement in the Tavern series, and other

titles will follow to include; fantasy food, tavern patrons

and fantasy tavern names.

All of these will help create fun and quick taverns, inns

and pubs without effort, and ease the pressure on the GM

and allow more fluid game play.

There are 100 assorted beverages here, all with a brief

note to add detail for your thirsty travellers!

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1.Dubbeltwangs Thunderbolt: A strong Dwarf ale, renown for bad hangovers,
1gp/pint.

2. Bibbleybongs old dry: Very dry and sour beer, doesn't taste good, but does the
job. 5sp/pint.

. Gribspangle blue ale: Blue coloured, weak ale. 4cp/pint

. Otman's brew: standard beer with a nutty flavour. 3sp/pint.

. Gognardy's pale ale: Decent pale ale. 4cp/pint.

. Dwobthag's traditional: Dwarf beer, brewed in the proper manner. 7sp/pint.

. Old Mentag's Dangler: 200 year old recipe, very strong and potent. 1gp/pint.

. Jinbag's nard: Very traditional ale, awful taste. 3sp/pint

. Bogley's bardic brew: Famed for it's ability to make drinkers sing whilst

5sp/pint.
10. Jolly Jim's ale: Standard ale type. 4sp/pint

11. Craven's Gutrot: Anyone not used to this will vomit shortly after drinking for

the first time. 1cp/pint

12. Nardy's Beet beer: Made with beet and turnip, and deep red in colour. 5cp/
pint.

13. Challenger: Named as such because of the challenge to drink it! very strong
and pungent. 1gp/pint.

14. Jubblie's Bongo: Halfling beer of repute. very pleasing taste, all round beer.
1gp/pint.

15. Puglether black beer: Deep and dark colour, has a treacle flavour, quite
strong. 1gp/pint.

16. Zevener's purple label: Bottled beer, mass produced in large brewery.
Not bad, nor great. 5sp/bottle.

17. Borgal's Butt Blaster: Famed for it's habit of making the drinker quite
flatulent. 5sp/bottle.

18. Redspine Scale ale: Made from fermented red dragon scales. It's bitter to the
taste and burns like hot chilli. An acquired taste and quite rare. 5gp/bottle.

19. Guunstag: A Dwarven artisan beer made from minerals and secret ingredients.
almost unpalatable to those other than dwarves. 5gp/bottle.

20. Riggin's rainbow: Supposedly from a recipe given to the brewers from a
leprechaun. Strong and slightly hallucigenic. May cause allergic reaction.
7gp/bottle.

21. Gabber's big lad: Known for it's aphrodisiac qualities, flowery taste and purple
shade. 2gp/bottle

22. Troglebbin Ale: Cheaply produced dirty tasting brew, medium
strength. 3sp/bottle

23. Hammersplitter XXXX: One of the strongest brew's available, thick
dark consistency. May cause blindness/death if drunk too much!
5gp/bottle.

24. Turpal's Tonic Beer: Very weak beer, popular with halflings. Keeps
drinkers awake if consumed. 5sp/bottle.

25. Shigs Nutty special: Nutty flavour. Made from the droppings of the
greater spotted Pine squirrel, quite rare. 3gp/bottle.

26. Ganthal Mountain wine: Made from the fine mineral rich spring
waters of the Ganthal mountains and sweet berries. 1gp/bottle

27. Cherrythorn wine: Made from the toxic cherrythorn plant. very strong.
2gp/bottle.

28. Zinbojer wine: Made with the Zinjober berry, has antiseptic qualities
and smells of medicine. 2gp/bottle.

29. Calbrian's vintage: Very smooth red wine, quite pleasant to drink.

1gp/bottle

30. Happy smiler's wine: A mixed berry wine, popular with the artistic set,
low alcohol. 1gp/bottle.

31. Kandibel wine: Made from the sweet Kandibel flower. Very tasty.
4gp/bottle.

32. Portarta wine: Cheap and dirty tasting wine. 5sp/bottle.

33. Firepetal wine: Made from the red firepetal plant, very hot to the taste.
5gp/bottle.

34. Iceberry wine: Made from mountain Iceberry and possessing an ice
cold taste. 2gp/bottle.

35. Mudleaf wine: Made from fermented swamp Mudleaf. Foul tasting with
an earthy undertone. 1gp/bottle.

36. Burdock and Brine wine: Made from burdock root fermented in
fish brine. rotten tasting and sweet. 1gp/bottle.

37. Eddercal wine: Fruity and dry. quite strong and tasty. 2gp/bottle.

38. Boghip wine: Made from boghip. It is stagnant and grainy, favoured
by half-orcs and those with goblinoid descent. 5sp/bottle.

39. Nettletang wine: Sharp and sour tasting wine, feels like it's burning
when drunk. 2gp/bottle.
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40. Father Lurican's traditional herbal wine: Medicinal wine, used for
throat afflictions and chest problems. 3gp/bottle.

41. Spinetingler: makes the drinker's spine tingle with every mouthful.
Not unpleasant. 4gp/bottle.

42. Elvorian's crystal wine: Said that it is made in vats containing
hundreds of fine gems. An elven wine which is clear and rather rare.
5gp/bottle.

43. Callisandra's potion wine: Supposedly made with 100% magical
means. Unremarkable wine other than that. 6gp/bottle.

44. Jester's punch: A fruit punch wine, blended from ten fruits.

Nice enough. 2gp/bottle.

45. Gagbad wine: an orc wine, made from dead rats, fish and pullip
berry. Absolutely disgusting to all except those of goblinoid descent.
1sp/bottle.

46. Old mother Pontin's elixir wine: Traditional cure all wine. Nothing

special. 3gp/bottle.

47. Drek's fine vintage sparkling wine: Quality sparkling wine.

Tastes good, but a little gassy. 5gp/bottle.

48. Eximils Medicinal wine: Speeds up the healing process and builds
muscle and bone. Some evidence backs up the claim. 6gp/bottle

49, Jillimee's malt wine: Unremarkable malt wine. Some like it, some
don't. 1gp/bottle.

50. Rabbit's foot wine: Supposedly imparts luck upon the drinker.
Strong and bitter tasting. 5gp/bottle.

51. Porkil's cider: Reputedly made with dead rats and cheese.
Absolutely disgusting. 2cp/pint

52. Jabla Hot Gin: From the small city of Jabla, made with some of
the hottest peppers and juniper, this is not for the faint of heart.
10gp/bottle

53. Graddafang's cask aged malt whiskey: Graddafang is renown for
his smooth and sweet whiskey. It's rather good! 8gp/bottle.

54. Cassian orange liqueur: Finest sweet liqueur, very expensive
and excellent. 15gp/bottle.

> 55. Berill's Berry sherry: Fine sherry with added berries. 10gp/bottle. o

56. Voataal's Famous sherry: Famous for it's potency and vile taste.
5gp/bottle.
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57. Shaggabrand: A noxious, almost toxic spirit drink, favoured by

humanoid creatures and chronic drunks. Dirty stuff. 2sp/bottle.

58. Hasagil's cortex tonic: Distilled from the brain stems of young sheep.
An acquired taste. Known to cause madness. 7gp/bottle.

59. Vikkar's special label: A distillation of unknown ingredients. Mild
hallucigenic qualities. 6gp/bottle.

60. Gabbalar's grog: A disgusting brew, but cheap and available.
2sp/bottle.

61. Blued Beetle: Made from crushed beetle husks, dark blue in colour
and highly alcoholic. 5gp/bottle.

62. Merrygold's miraculous mead: Sweet and pleasant, favoured by
halflings and royalty. 5sp/pint.

63. Serpent's Tongue: Sour and lemon tasting distilled drink. 2gp/bottle

64. Ice-Dragon blend: Created from the blend of distilled spirits and
filtered. Cold to the taste. 5gp/bottle.

65. Chalkie's old sod: Vodka-like drink, made from potatoes, clear and
crisp. 5sp/bottle.

66. Captain Dewberry's Happy stuff: Captain Dewberry is a renown
mage/brewer. his magical infusions are very famous for their effect on
those who drink his concoctions. Happy stuff will make the drinker laugh
for 1 hour per shot of the drink. Tastes great! 25gp/small bottle.

67. Aracandin web: Made from spider venom, extremely strong and will
induce one in six to react with an allergic reaction. Deadly. 15gp/small
bottle.

68. Cobracal: Strange liqueur from distilled cobra. Harmless and
contains pieces of pickled cobra inside. 7gp/bottle

69. Orkan's Traditional: Based on old traditional orc recipes, updated
for human consumption. (Still tastes bad though!) 3sp/bottle.

70. Polyton redeye: Drink enough of this and it'll turn the white of your
eyes red. 4sp/bottle.

71. Captain Dewberry's Whistler: Another magical brew from the good
old Captain! This one makes the drinker whistle merry tunes whilst
qguaffing. 17gp/small bottle.

72. Oggy's extra dry port: So dry it makes one’s lips pucker up! 7sp/bottle. sy
73. Longfarm Original: Traditional cider, really nothing special. 2sp/pint

74. Minkle's triple filtered: Triple filtered whiskey dyed green with natural plant

dyes. Nice if you like Whiskey. 3gp/bottle.
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75. Jaggermax Tripleshot: Three shots of this will put most people on their
backs! Very strong distilled spirit drink. Purple in colour. 10gp/bottle.

76. Lillyvine cordial: Non-alcoholic drink. Sweet and refreshing. Has a
pretty pink colour. 7sp/bottle.

77. Jinderberg cordial: Bitter and medicinal, used for treatment of wind
and bowel problems. 4sp/bottle.

78. Cobalberry cordial: Made from the underground growing Cobalberry,
this bright blue cordial is most often used as a mixer with other drinks.
1gp/bottle.

79. Tinseng cordial: Similar to Ginseng in effect, keeps the drinker alert
and full of energy. 1gp/bottle.

80. Sangervine cordial: The Sangervine is a fibrous and fast growing
vine, and is used in stews and soups usually. It tastes similar to tomato,
but sweeter. 6sp/bottle.

81. Juumbi Juice: A fruit juice made from several different berries and fruit.
4sp/bottle.

82. Phaleg Farms Dog milk: Not actually from dogs, but a breed of goat,
the Dogal mountain goat. 1sp/bottle.

83. Peter's Punch: Known for the fights caused by it! quite cheap and
strong with a decent taste. 2sp/bottle.

84. Zormager's delight: A non-alcoholic wine, favoured by mages and
aristocracy. 1gp/bottle.

85. Charafond's ferment: Fermented fish and berry. Thick and sticky,
needs diluting before drinking. Acquired taste. 1sp/bottle.

86. Big betty's brew: A hot spiced wine, well loved in colder northern regions.

5sp/pint.

87. Stewleberry Tea: Made from Stewleberry leaves. Has a relaxing effect.

2cp/cup

88. Vornishon Tea: Made from the thorny Vornishon bush. Supposed
properties of the drink are increased vitality, increased blood flow, and

skin repair. 5¢cp/cup

89. Fiveberry Tea: A fruity blend, popular with adventurer types! 1cp/cup

90. Sorbition spice Tea: A hot spiced tea, pleasant to taste. 1sp/cup

91. Sugarstock Tea: Very sweet and flowery tea. Has mild antiseptic

qualities. 5cp/cup

92. Vorpalshine infused Tea: Tea infused with the toxic VVorpalshine root.

If used in very small quantities can aid sleep. 3sp/cup.
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93. Grub Tea: Made from freshly ground mytlegrubs. Foul smelling, but
considered a cure all. 5sp/cup

94. Pasteurised Swamprat's Milk: Actually made from fresh swamprat milk.
Popular with all those of goblinoid descent. 4sp/cup.

95. Kebros Gnats Milk: A spiced milk infusion with herbs, spices and powdered
Gnat's milk. Smells bad, but tastes good. 5sp/cup

96. Borkal's beefy brew: A hot beverage made with beef extract, usually served
hot. 2sp/pint.

97. Gazango's wonder brew: A weird brew mixture, slightly alcoholic, slightly
psychotropic, quite medicinal. Used by mages and magic users for
relaxation. 1gp/bottle.

98. Magemoss water: Spring water filtered with the Magemoss, a renown
for it's properties for regenerating ones health. 1gp/bottle.

99. Tenteroot cordial: The savoury tasting Tenteroot. Makes for an interesting
drink! 2cp/cup.

100. Amber's Coakibark tonic water: The Coaki tree has special energising
properties that are famed the world about. This drink that is derived from
the stewed bark of the tree is used frequently by those wishing to take
advantage of it's effects. It gives the drinker enhanced endurance and senses.
On the bad side, there is a comedown effect that leaves the drinker sluggish
and cranky for a few hours following the high. 30gp/bottle.
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
